Is it the elegant proportions
sitting so comfortably atop its robust metal
subframe or the superb comfort of the down
wrapped seat and back cushions. We can’t
decide but the combination certainly delivers

a beautiful and inviting sofa that morphs effort-
lessly into various modular configurations to suit
all needs.

The Innate Sofa is available in set widths, plus
single seat and ottoman sizes that can stand
alone or be configured to create larger more
dynamic settings. The base can be customised
with or without the feature wooden arms or up-
holstered to facilitate ‘L shaped configurations
and more enclosed comfort. The upholstered
seat, back and arms are all separate compo-
nents fixed to a timber base sled, which offers
even more customising with mixed upholstery
options. Handmade in Jon Goulders Studio in
Adelaide, the modulars are available with both
left and right configurations.

The structure of the Innate Sofa is designed to
last for generations as a legacy of its upholstered
hardwood frame, high resilience down wrapped
foam seat and powder coated or electroplated
metal legs. Our foams are all GECA certified and
our timber sourced from sustainably managed
forests. Specialty Innate textiles available as well
as customers own fabrics.

Wood

Avoid placing wooden furniture in direct sunlight or
close to strong heat sources.

Also avoid placing hot or wet items directly on the
wood.

Any stains should be removed quickly before they
cause permanent damage to the surface of the wood.
We recommend that you avoid partially covering the
furniture with blankets or skins.

Cleaning Oil-treated wood / For everyday mainte-
nance, wipe the table with a dry, clean cloth. For
cleaning, use a clean cloth wrung in water, a solution of
a water and a universal detergent e.g. soap flakes or a
special product for oil-treated wood.

Remove any soap residue immediately, using a clean,
dry cloth.

For more thorough cleaning, you may use white

spirit (mineral turpentine) to remove some of the oil
membrane.

Do not apply a new coat of oil until the wood is com-
pletely dry.
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Powder Coated or Electroplated Steel

Clean with a damp cloth wrung in a solution of water
and a neutral detergent or soap flakes. Remove soap
residue immediately using a clean, dry cloth. Avoid
using scouring cream or scouring pads, as they may
scratch the surface. Linoleum

Clean the legs using a firmly wrung cloth and mild
soap. Avoid using scouring cream or scouring pads, as
they may scratch the surface. Stainless steel can be
cleaned using ethanol.

Fabric

Vacuum fabrics on a weekly basis to remove dust, dirt
and any loose feathers. Treat spills and stains as soon
as possible by wiping with a damp cloth, do not treat
with chemical cleaners or scrub as this can alter the
fabrics appearance. We recommend contacting a spe-
cialist fabric cleaner to treat difficult stains. To prolong
the life of your upholstery, we recommend annual
cleaning by a specialist fabric cleaner. Direct sunlight
may cause colour change and aging of your fabric, for
best performance we recommend positioning your
furniture out of direct UV light.

Stone

Regular cleaning is important to guard against the
build-up of potentially damaging influences. It is
advisable to reserve cleaning cloths exclusively for use
on your stone finishes - residue from other cleaning
products can work against our best efforts. Never
use commercial cleaners on stone surfaces. They

are generally not PH neutral and will affect the stone
surface over time. A diluted mixture of Methylated
Spirits (not dyed) and water (70/30) and paper towel
/ microfibre cloth is suitable everyday cleaner. Always
dry off surfaces.

We recommend the use of clean white (or colourless)
cloths for tabletops. There is no problem using synthet-
ic sponges, but they do tend to leave streaks on a
polished surface. Discard cleaning cloths when they
become soiled.



Warranty

Jon Goulder Furniture provides a structural warranty
for 10 Years from the date of purchase for furniture
manufactured by Jon Goulder used in a private
residential environments. This warranty covers the
workmanship and structural integrity of the furniture.
This warranty does not cover wear and tear, third
party supplied components such as fabrics, leathers
accidents, damage done in moving the furniture,
mis-use, lack of care or neglect of the furniture. Care
instructions are provided with all furniture and are also
available on request.

This warranty does not cover deterioration of finishes,
cracking or joint separation due to unsuitable place-
ment in locations subject to direct sunlight, moisture or
fluctuating temperatures. Please refer to our guide on
suitable environments for our furniture prior to
purchasing goods.
